Clarion, Pa.: 2009 Harlon Hill Trophy runner-up Zach Amedro (West Liberty) and Gene Upshaw Award winner 
Ben Staggs (West Liberty) headline a talented 2009 All-Super Region 1 Team selected by Don Hansen’s Football 
Gazette. 

This marks the eighth year Football Gazette has selected NCAA Division II All-Region teams. The national 
publication has selected NCAA Division II All-America teams since 1988. 

The first and second team selections advance to a national ballot from which the 2009 NCAA Division II Football 
Gazette All-America team will be selected in early February. 

Amedro, a junior, completed 343 of 526 passes (65.2%) for 4,945 yards and 49 td’s that led West Liberty to the 
D-II semi-final game and an 11-2 record. His 49 td’s and 4,945 yards led all D-II qb’s. He has tossed 88 career td’s and 
passed for 10,675 yards. 

Staggs, a 6-4, 275-pound senior, offensive tackle, won the prestigious Gene Upshaw Award earlier this year, 
signifying the Division II “Lineman of the Year”. 

Concord’s Brian Kennedy (1,505 yds., 17 td’s) and West Liberty’s Kevon Calhoun (1,529 yards, 22 td’s) lead 
the running backs, while West Liberty’s Kashif Walls (1,321 receiving yards, 21 td’s), Cal’s A.J. Jackson (1,424 yds, 18 
td’s), and Shipp’s Mike Harris (1,018 yds, 10 td’s) are the top receivers. 

Clarion’s Alfonso Hoggard, who led the PSAC with 1,046 rushing yards and 17 td’s, averaged 179.80 all-
purpose yards, and ranked #6 in D-II in scoring, was the leader at All-Purpose back. 

Leading the defensive team were Gene Upshaw Award finalist Willie Walker (California) and Chris Almonte 
(Charleston) on the d-line, with Matt Freed (E. Stroudsburg) the top linebacker, Derrick Evans (West Liberty) the top 
corner and Nick Sipes (Clarion) the top safety. 

Shippensburg’s punter Kyler Ford (41.85 per punt), ranked #3 in the nation,  while Deante Steele (Shepherd), 
ranked #3 in punt returns and #9 in kickoff returns is the first team return specialist. 

Unanimous choices were Zach Amedro, Alfonso Hoggard, tight end Ryan Travis (West Liberty), fullback 
Kevin Herod (Shippensburg) and punter Kyler Ford (Shipp). 

West Liberty led with 10 players on the team, while NCAA Division II semifinalist California had 9, Merrimack 
and Bloomsburg 6 each, and Shippensburg and Clarion 5. 

The Super Region 1 (formerly Northeast Region) is compiled of universities from four conferences including the 
PSAC, WVIAC, NE10 and the CIAA. A total of 108 players representing 38 universities are represented on this team.
